After assessment of the physicochemical, toxicokinetic and physiological role of
sodium bicarbonate, a DNEL Long-term derivation is considered unnecessary
Sodium bicarbonate is considered to be of no toxicological concern, in acute
studies no local irritation was noted. A DNELacute derivation is considered
unnecessary

The lowest L(E)C50 value is > 100 mg/I (48-h EC50 with Daphnia magna is 3,100
mg/l) and the lowest chronic value is > 0.1 mg/l (21-d NOEC with Daphnia magna
is >576 mgl/l).

Therefore, sodium bicarbonate is not classified according to EU Directive
